Crisis Chaplains to New Orleans

August 21 2006, a team of trained chaplains boarded planes for 
New Orleans to minister to a storm tossed region still in the 
stages of recovery one year later. Our team found an incredible 
receptivity to the Gospel of Jesus Christ. More than ten people 
prayed to receive Christ in the week we were there. There were 
still no fast-food restaurants open at that time. Most businesses 
were using outdoor facilities because their establishments were 
unfit for inhabitation. Working along side Samaritan's Purse, we 
were able to minister to people in their homes while workers 
cleaned out the houses.
